2) Course Description:
This course is for the student who is curious about the role of crime in society and the reasoning behind the
liberal Scandinavian criminal justice system and / or the student who wants to better his or her analytical skills.

Objectives are that by the end of term, all students, whether with or without prerequisites in the social
sciences:
- Understand the major methodological challenges and pitfalls that exist in this field.
- Are able to use basic criminological concepts
- Know the reasoning behind the criminal justice systems in Scandinavia
- Are able to discuss and reflect upon criminological research and criminal policy-making from an
analytical (and critical) perspective

Students with a background in the social sciences, especially criminology, should by the end of term have
enlarged their knowledge with a Scandinavian perspective. As there are no prerequisites for the course,
students who need further challenges (than the suggested further readings) should contact the instructor
about this.
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Course Components

1) Required Texts
Academic sources, mostly from peer-reviewed journals — and occasional, non-academic pieces.
See literature list at the end of syllabus.

2) Approach to teaching:

| love my field, students, and stimulating learning on crime, criminal behavior and criminal justice! This is really
the basis for my teaching: a profound devotion to criminology and to stirring others’ interest and development.
This counts whether you are devoted to the field like me or not. | very much enjoy helping and coaching those
who come from different disciplines or interests — and those who find written academic assignments
challenging. | focus especially on critical thinking towards one’s own assumptions and prejudices as well as
critical thinking towards sources.

Most lessons are lecture-based, but they are always broken up with questions for reflection or debate.
Therefore it is most important for me that the work climate in class is relaxed and that everybody feels okay
with speaking up. This can only be achieved if all participants are respectful towards others’ questions, answers
and opinions.

Still, a student may prefer to use some time for reflection before contributing. | still want to hear that student’s
thoughts, questions and reflections — participate on Forum after class and remember that this will count in
participation just like class-room participation.

A break can be necessary for getting some fresh air or clearing one’s thoughts — | almost always have a break at
some point during the 80 minutes of a lesson.

3) Field studies:
The real life experiences of this course will consist of
9 Atrip to the closed prison of Vridslgselille at the outskirts of Copenhagen (on two different dates, as
half the class will go on each date.

It is possible to join field studies of other classes to open prison or to a project regarding release of
prisoners. These possibilities will be announced in the beginning of the semester.

4) Expectations of the students:
Students are expected to:
- Read assigned readings in time to participate actively on the Blackboard discussion forum before 9 pm
on the day before class
- Participate actively during class and field studies. Apart from asking questions and giving comments,
students are expected to consider how their contributions affect the overall work climate in class. If a
student’s contributions do not have a constructive effect on the overall work and discussion climate in
class, the student is expected to discuss this in a constructive way with Anne.
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- Be punctual for class and field studies.
- Show respect for and attempt to understand other people’s viewpoints and experiences, whether
other students or people encountered during guest lectures and field studies
